While at YDC she was
head of the professional teachers association, won various honors
including"Teacher of the Year" in 1964 and directed an award winning choir
from YDC that toured the state. After retirement, she took on an Avon route,
ultimately adding two more routes and achieving President’s Club for 20
straight years. Ellen was preceded in death by her husband, Don L. Frederick.
