He attended the University of Nebraska at
Lincoln on a football scholarship, and later attended Hastings College.  On
December 24, 1953 he married Helen Beliel in Grand Island.  He is a veteran
of the Korean War, serving in the United States Army from 1953– 1955. 
  
 After his military service, Bob and Helen then moved their family to Kearney,

Nebraska where they have remained. Bob was the Vice President for First



Investment Company. Following his tenure at First Investment Company, Bob
then established his own real estate appraisal business, known as Bob Arnold
Appraisal & Consulting, Inc. Bob worked diligently at his business up until the
time of his death.
