She worked for Hodges Implement
Co., and later for the Sedgwick County USDA office in Julesburg, CO, where
she met Eric Sattler, who was a farmer in the area. They married on October
18, 1943, in Julesburg, Colorado. They moved to Sumner in 1946, where they
farmed northwest of Sumner. She also worked at Baldwin Filter’s in Kearney



and Plectron Corporation in Overton. Eric passed away in 1990. Viola moved
into Sumner in 1992, then to Kearney in 1997, and then into Mt. Carmel in
2009. She was a charter member of the Grace Lutheran Church in Sumner.
